You should be able to find the junction of the A5, A508 and A422 (just north of Milton Keynes) on most route planning maps, these instructions take you from this large roundabout to the EDSL offices (approximately 1 mile). The following large scale map shows arrow directions from the M1 junction 15, but if you are arriving from the M40 you will meet the A5 from the A422 (the opposite direction from the A508), and if arriving from junction 14 on the M1 you will be travelling north up the A5. Take the turn indicated off the roundabout towards Old Stratford, then a right turn towards Stony Stratford about half a mile later (through a set of traffic lights and over a bridge, then turn right).

Now pick up the medium scale map and travel down Stony Stratford High Street. Follow the road round to the right (Church Street) then follow the road left (Silver Street) and follow for about 150 metres, there will be a left turn (quite hard to see) through a brick archway into the Cofferidge Close car park area. [If you come to a mini-roundabout you have gone too far and should U-turn on the roundabout (and now look for a right turn into Cofferidge Close car park)]. As you come out from under the arch into the Cofferidge Close car park, bear to the left and then follow the small scale map. 
Once parked, head towards Budgens, under the arch and then to the High Street through the pedestrian area (as shown), and take the outer door up to the EDSL offices (there is a sign for EDSL just inside the doorway). Turn right at the top of the stairs (through a fire door) then take the second door on the left into the EDSL office.

NB: if you are travelling by train, the nearest station is Milton Keynes Central and is on the Euston line.
